Buddhism Children’s Book
You have just been commissioned by the North Carolina State Board of Education to create a children’s book that will explain one part of the World Religion in elementary school classrooms.  
Project Agenda:
1) Research the religion by finding the following information:
a. Founder & how the religion began 
b. Important Texts
c. Basic Beliefs
d. Belief in the Afterlife 
2) Next, you will need to create a story for your book.  You have two options:
a. You may choose to write a non-fiction story (the “who, what, when, where, why, and how’s” of your topic). A good option here is the concept of an “ABC” book. (A word beginning with each letter of the alphabet, followed by a description).  
b. Or you could create a historical fiction story with a plot and characters describing your topic.  You still need to include historically accurate information.   
3) Remember that this needs to capture the attention of a young child.  
a. Break everything down-SIMPLE TERMS (our textbook is too complicated)
b. Short words, short sentences
c. Pictures on every page (not grading on artistic ability) 
4) Must be AT LEAST 6 pages long 
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
